Rabbits at Berkyn Manor Farm

Rabbits have eaten and destroyed over 20 Ha of growing crops of Winter Wheat this Winter/Spring.  

Due to the hot, dry Summer of 2003, the Winter Wheat crop was not planted until September 2004 then with no heavy rain until November 2004, the crop was late emerging.  The crop therefore entered the Winter only just emerged.  The crop can normally survive some rabbit grazing however due to the late emergence, the crop does not stand a chance against the hungry rabbits.  

The cost to the farm will be in the region of £10,000.00 as the crop will have to be replanted in forage maize but this will not be a GM crop!
