Wet Weather Causes Havoc at Berkyn Manor Farm

One of the wettest October’s on record with three times more rain than last year and 50% less sunshine has delayed the planting of the winter crops at Berkyn Manor Farm.

Normally the farm plants 2,500 acres of crops in October, but the wet weather has delayed planting.  Colin Rayner, a director of the farm, reported that he had hoped to have a cold windy November so the soil would dry out in order to plant the last 106 acres of winter wheat.  The fields are a bit wet and muddy at present and we have been unable to place fertiliser for the corps or spray chemicals for weed control.  Now the nights are dark it will mean working late into the night with lights.

Our road sweeper has been kept busy keeping the roads near the fields clean!

We do hope the public will bear with us, as the tractors will have to use the roads late at night.
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
