Crops Damaged at Berkyn Manor Farm
Joy riders damaged crops and killed wildlife at Berkyn Manor Farm over the weekend of 7 & 8 January 2006, as they drove through a metal gate bending 1½ inch pipes in half and jumped a 1 metre high bank to gain access to fields of wheat, barley and oilseed rape. 

The car, a BMW 3 Series convertible, had driven around the field, chasing wildlife and destroying the crops, causing over £1,000 worth of damage.  The car was then set on fire and totally destroyed.  

The joy riders appeared to have attempted to remove the wheels before the car was set on fire.  The vehicle registration plate on the vehicle and identification numbers had been melted away.  The car had the remainder of a burnt out radio and some coins were also found. 
Colin Rayner, a Director of J Rayner & Sons Ltd, reported “We have blocked every entrance to our fields to try to stop criminals driving stolen vehicles on our land.  Unfortunately, these criminals always find a way to get on to our land.  This happens time and time again with our crops being destroyed and wildlife run down.”
